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| subscribe to several aviation magazines and every month there are timely flying tips.
They are tips that we have all heard before but | read them every time. It is never
wrong to be reminded. | want to offer a few words of caution when riding begins.

First, please don’t even consider riding before you check the air pressure in your tires.
They will be low and they can be dangerous. Low air pressure can cause tires not to
handle as expected and they can dangerously build heat that could lead to failure of
the tire. Don’t be fooled and lulled into confidence because they “look good”. Use a
gauge and treat your tire pressure as if your life depended on it because, your life can
depend on it.

My second bit of advice is more personnel. You will be rusty. Any time we don’t use
a skill on a regular basis we lose proficiency. Pilots have currency requirements and
bi-annual reviews. Lack of proficiency in flying is a very unforgiving situation.
Motorcycling is the same way. Don’t be bashful about going to a parking lot and
practicing some low speed maneuvers and take it easy for a few miles to “get your
wheels back under you” as riding starts up again.
